
Olympus House – Fraternity and Sorority Housing 

Option in the Campus Apartments on the Riverwalk 
 

What is Olympus House? 

Olympus House will serve as IUPUI’s first option for on campus fraternity and sorority housing. It 

is based on the idea of the Office of Housing and Residence Life’s Residential Based Learning 

Communities (RBLC). It will serve as a way for the fraternity and sorority community to become 

united and will help establish the possibility for individual chapter houses in the future. It is 

important to understand this is a pilot program and if not successful this year there is no guarantee it 

will remain for following years.  

 

Why the name Olympus? 

The house is named for Mount Olympus which in Greek Mythology is where the gods and 

goddesses met. Much as the 12 major gods and goddesses were able to come together with many 

different wants and needs as can our community in an effort to increase awareness and 

understanding of the benefits of becoming a member of our organizations. 

 

What will the layout of the building be? 

Olympus House will comprise of two (2), two (2) bedroom unit buildings. The houses chosen are 

Clark House and Cable House. The combined resident capacity of the two buildings is 

approximately 46 residents.  

 

Will I be able to live with another member of my organization? 

Yes, you will be able to live with someone from your own organization. On the housing application 

you will need to mutually request your roommate using their IUPUI student ID number. You are 

also able to be placed with someone of another organization by using the same method. You can 

assign a student ID number as an application is turned in or after but both applicants must mutually 

agree.  

 

Will non-fraternity and sorority life residents live in Olympus House? 

Yes, this is a possibility. As Olympus House will fill as applications come in. If more than the 

allotted spaces can be given to members of fraternity and sorority life, the House will be solely 

members of fraternity and sorority life. However if the need and interest is not there a cut-off date 

has been provided by the Office of Housing and Residence Life to begin filling empty units to non 

fraternity and sorority life residents.  

 

How much will this option cost? 

Normal housing rates will apply to all students choosing to live in Olympus House. For the most up 

to date housing rates please visit housing.iupui.edu. Please note that the posted housing costs 

include ALL utilities with the exception of the phone and cable package which is approximately 

$50.00 a month.  

 



 

 

What is the deadline for applying? 

If you already live in housing the application deadline for you is the same as the intent form. If you 

do not already live in housing the expected application deadline to begin filling Olympus House will 

be March 12, 2010. This will ensure priority is given to all members of the fraternity and sorority life 

community.  

 

How do I apply to live in Olympus House? 

If you already currently live in housing you simply need to fill out your intent form and check the 

Olympus House option. If you already know the person you would like to live with then be sure to 

supply their student ID number.  

 

If you do not currently live in housing you will need to fill out an application that can be found 

either at the Contracts and Assignments Office or at the housing website. This will include a $50 

application fee. When filling out the application you will need to check the Olympus House option.
